With reference to the above subject, and subsequent correspondence with the School/ Inspection
by Departmental Officers Bharatha Matha School, Koppa, Piriyapatna Taluk, Mysore District
DISE No: 29261003702 is granted Provisional recognition to admit classes | to VIII in English
medium from the year 2015-16 to 2024-25 subject to the following conditions. Provisional
recognition has been granted in the interest of education of the children and it has been directed
to submit a proposal in the online software prescribed by the department for renewal of
recognition in future years.

Conditions :

1. This recognition is given under RTE Act 2009 and RTE Rules 2012 Karnataka.

2. This Provisional grant of recognition under the RTE Act and Rules is applicable and is not
extendable beyond class VIII

3. The Management Board of the said school shall abide by the provisions of RTE Act 2009
and RTE Rules 2012 Karnataka from the date of this recognition.

4. This school shall enroll 25% of the children belonging to the disadvantaged and weaker
sections belonging to the neighborhood in the first class and provide free and compulsory
education up to the completion of primary education. Children enrolled in pre-primary
school are subject to the same provision till completion of primary education. The children
so admitted shall not be discriminated from the rest of the children or segregated or
treated separately in any manner.



5. Children enrolled in school as per para 4 shall be reimbursed fees as per section 12(2) of
the Act. The school should open a separate bank account to receive this fee refund and
provide information during departmental audit. .

6. No capitation fee or voluntary donation of any kind shall be collected by the
school/institution from the parents of the students at the time of school enroliment or
during the academic year. Only the tuition fee and other fees allowed by the department
should be charged. It is mandatory to display the fee details announced by the school on
the school notice board for all to see.

7. The school shall not subject the children or their parents to any screening process like
examination, interview etc. during enrollment of children.

8. Enrollment of children should be done only for the period announced by the department.

9. No child can be refused enroliment for the following reasons.

10. Enrollment shall not be denied to any child on grounds of caste, religion or place of birth,
language of the child, even after the expiry of the period fixed for the enroliment of the
academic year, on the ground that the age of the child is not recorded.

11. The school should ensure the following points.

a) No child enrolled in a school shall be withdrawn or expelled for any reason till the
completion of primary education.

b) No child shall be subjected to physical or mental harassment

c) The school shall register the children with special needs as per the Act by the State Govt.
There should be fixed salary and other benefits as well as service facilities for teachers and
salary of teachers should be paid directly into their bank account.

d) Teachers duty and responsibility in Section 24(1) and Rule 17 of RTE Act. No teacher
should be involved in private home tution as prescribed.
e) According to Rule 21 every child shall be issued a certificate on completion of

Primary education.

f) No child is required to pass any board Examination till the completion of elementary
education.

12. The school should follow the syllabus and text book of the authority to which it is affiliated.

13. Students should be enrolled as per the facility available in the school as stipulated in Section
19 of the RTE Act.

14. The standard norms and rules in Section 19 of the RTE Act shall be fulfilled and the
accreditation shall be withdrawn if any criteria are found not to be fulfilled.

15. The school shall not conduct any unauthorized class/classes within or outside the school
premises.

16. The school building/physical facilities shall not be used for any other commercial purpose,
political activities or other non-academic activities during day time/night time.

17. The school shall not be used with the intention of financial benefit of any individual or group

or institution.

18. This accreditation is subject to the condition of obtaining approval from the Competent
Authority within 3 months of accreditation regarding building safety and fire safety and
submitting it to the Block Education Officer. In case of non-submission of the safety

certificate, the accreditation shall be automatically cancelled.

19. All accounts of the school should be audited by a Chartered Accountant and an audited



copy should be submitted to the Deputy Director/B.E.O. by the end of June every year.

20. The recognition shall be valid if the governing body submits all the documents prescribed in
the prescribed Act along with the self-declaration and the proposal for recognition is
received from the Block Education officers. If any document is found to be false, the
accreditation will be revoked.

21. Shall adhere to the academic and administrative policy regulations issued by the department
from time to time.

22. Subject to the condition of obtaining fire safety and building safety certificate every year.
Otherwise the accreditation will be cancelled automatically.

23. Departmental permission is mandatory in case of opening of additional classes/sections.
